	Brief description of the Transnational cooperation: 
1. Problems to be solved (justification of the need of the transnational cooperation) 

In Sweden, alienation and unemployment characterizes many people's lives, especially those with disabilities. The goal of project Bumerang is to implement a real broadening of the labor market market in the county of Halland by creating a niche where people with disabilities can work in so called work integrating social enterprises (WISE) whose revenue side partly is covered by payments from customers and not to 100 % by different rehabilitation benefits.
Partly due to a skilled public sector, this concept is seldom used in Sweden but more in the rest of Europe. The last decade however, has brought with it a development were other resources than public, must be utilized in order to meet the social challenges ahead. ABF SydHalland and our project Bumerang, is one of these resources. True our transnational cooperation we therefore would like to find best practice and to interact with organisations from other member states using work integrating social companies or similar solutions. 
2. Objectives to be achieved
The overall goal of out transnational activities is to enhance the quality of our broadening of the labour market in the county of Halland by including findings, best practices and proof of concept from projects and organisations in other member states. We also hope to be able to share our findings and thoughts on work integrating social companies and on empowerment and inclusion with projects in other member states.

Exchange of information, meetings, presentations for our target groups, seminar at the Swedish Almedalen-week 2014.
